$200 and a gold watch.  After they had tied and gagged the two men, Sims was thrown to the 
floor with Silvia laid across his legs.  
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The bandits then went into the drug store, ransacking the cash register for some silver, and a 
medicine drawer which contained $15 hidden there earlier in the evening by the clerk.  After 
helping themselves 	to several boxes of cigars and other merchandise, they left.  The bandits 
failed to find $15 hidden in the rear room.  Just as Sims extricated himself from the bonds which 
held him, John Metcalf walked into the store and helped Sims in freeing Silvia"

The story has a happy ending.  A young woman, Miss Helena Quinn, 18, happened to be walking 
by the store around the time and noticed the suspicious men outside and made a mental note of 
their license plate number.  Eventually, the robbers were caught.

Jean-Pierre served as an ordinary soldier in the Regiment 
Carignan-Salières, sent to Quebec from France by young King Louis XIV in 1665 to surpress the 
Iroquois uprising that was now destroying the colony of 'New France', after having wiped out all but 1,
000 of the friendly Hurons. There were 24 Companies with 1200 soldiers and 80 officers. His Company 
in the RC-S was La Durantaye, which sailed from France on the ship Brézé (also spelled "Brèse").

Jean-Pierre Forgues was one of the 446 soldiers and officers who decided to remain in New France when the regiment was 
recalled to France at the end of their three year engagement. His name (and dit name) appear in the Regimental Roll Book 
list for 1668, the same year the Regiment returned to France. The original list was likely prepared for discharge and 
accounting purposes, as each soldier who settled in Canada was given a monetary bonus, along with the small parcel of 
land by the King of France.  He died on May 30, 1703 in St Etienne, deBeaumont, Bellechase, Quebec.  It is believed he 
was called Monrougeaut because of his "red head", or hair colour  He was married to Marie Robineau on October 16, 1668 
in Quebec.

Pilgrim JOHN HOWLAND Sr. (MAYFLOWER PILGRIM)106 was born about 1599 in Fen 
Stanton, Huntingdon, England.  t has been traditionally reported that John Howland was born about 
1592, based on his reported age at death in the Plymouth Church Records.  However, ages at death 
were often overstated, and that is clearly the case here.  John Howland came as a servant for John 
Carver, which means he was under 25 years old at the time (i.e. he was born after 1595).  William 
Bradford, in the falling-overboard incident, refers to Howland as a "lusty young man", a term that 
would not likely have applied to a 28-year old given that Bradford himself was only 30--Bradford did 
call 21-year old John Alden a "young man" though.  Howland's wife Elizabeth was born in 1607: a 
32-year old marrying a 17-year old is an unlikely circumstance.  Howland's last child was born in 1649: 

a 57-year old Howland would be an unlikely father.  All these taken together demonstrate that Howland's age was likely 
overstated by at least 5 years.  Since he signed the Mayflower Compact, we can assume he was probably about 21 in 1620, 
so the best estimate for his birth would be about 1599.  He died on February 23, 1672/73 in Rock Nook, Kingston MA.  
He was buried in Burial Hill, Plymouth, Plymouth County, MA.  
John was born in Huntingdonshire, England in about 1590-2, based on the statement he was
'above eighty years' when he died in 1672. He was about twenty-eight or nine when he arrived in America. He was an 
assistant to a wealthy Londoner, John Carver, who was to become the first governor of the New Plimoth Colony in 
Massachusetts.

While at sea on the voyage to America, he was washed overboard in a storm, but held onto a line and was pulled from the 
sea. We came that close to not being related to a Mayflower passenger.

John was the first common person to sign the Mayflower Compact after the  twelve aristocrats on the Mayflower  had done 
so. It seems he was John Carver's business manager and was quite well educated. He was one of the key business people in 
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the new colony.

He married Elizabeth Tilley on about March 25, 1622/3 . Elizabeth had come to America with her parents and her father's 
brother and his wife. All four of the elder Tilleys died during the first winter in Plymouth. She was taken in by the Carver 
family as she had no other relatives.

John Howland is an ancestor to Humphrey Bogart, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, President George Bush, and to First 
Lady Edith (Carrow) Roosevelt (Mrs. Theodore Roosevelt).  Presidents Richard Nixon and Gerald Ford are descendants 
of John Howland's brother Henry.  Winston Churchill is descended from John Howland's brother Arthur. 

  He was married to Pilgrim Elizabeth Comyngs Tilley (MAYFLOWER PILGRIM) on August 14, 1623.
